Research fellowships and internships for interna-

Climate neutrality by the middle of the 21st century is the declared goal of Ger-
many and the EU.

The fellowship grants access to international working groups and allows for ac-

tive participation and involvementin a group that can continue after the fellow-
ship ends.

! The working groups will focus on: production, transport and infrastructure, market stimulation (i.e. further development of the market for hydrogen) and cross-cutting
issues (i.e. regulation, socio-economic and legal framework).

Academic qualifications

e academic performance and progress (incl. grade point average, grade
progression)

o Knowledge of the language of instruction or working language

e |If applicable, scholarly achievements after graduation, (e.g. publica-
tions, lectures, conference papers)

Quality of research project

e Quality of research proposal and preparation (originality, topicality and
relevance of the project, choice of host institution and first contacts)

e Feasibility and consistency of study plan and schedule (analysis and
evaluation stages)

e Incorporation of project within the overall doctorate (in terms of con-
tent and time)

Potential of the applicant

e Suitability of the applicant’s profile and the research project/internship
to the objectives of the program (potential for personal and profes-
sional development, use of international networking in the working
groups as well as own active contributions in the working groups)

e Motivation: professional and personal reasons for the stay abroad and
the host university/the internship provider, knowledge of the local lan-
guage (if different from the working language); regional knowledge

e Extracurricular commitment: extracurricular knowledge and skills, so-
cial commitment

In addition, the selection committee will give due consideration to aspects of
equal opportunities, on which you can provide information in the application
form.

Please check if the following criteria are fulfilled:

e As a rule, applicants should not have graduated any longer than six
years before the application deadline.

¢ If you have already started your doctorate, it also applies that the start
of the doctorate should not be longer than 3 years ago. Please also read
our Important Scholarship Information / Section A, point 2.

e Your application cannot be considered, if you have been resident in
Germany for longer than 15 months at the application deadline.

For applicants for a self-organized internship:
e Applicants have to be enrolled at their home university.

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Very good English language skills are essential. However, we do not require an
official English test. The author of the invitation letter must confirm that
your English language skills are sufficient to pursue the research project in
Germany.

Certificates, proof of credits, certifications and translations may be scanned in
non-certified form and uploaded to the DAAD portal. The DAAD reserves the
right to request certified copies of the documents.

Full curriculum vitae in tabular form (max. 3 pages)

List of publications (max. 10 pages), if applicable

Letter of motivation (1-3 pages) taking into account the following ques-
tion: What do you hope to gain from your project in Germany (person-
ally, professionally, for your career)? The letter of motivation must
also include a statement in which working group you would like to
actively participate.

For applicants for a research fellowship: A proposal, prepared and
formulated by yourself, as well as a description of previous research
work (max. 10 pages in total). A proposal is an extensive and detailed
description of the research project which has been discussed with the
academic adviser. Please also read our Important Scholarship Infor-
mation / section B, point 2.

For applicants for an internship: detailed description of your planned
internship in Germany (max. 3 pages)

Schedule of planned research work/internship

Confirmation from the academic host or the host institution of your in-
ternship in Germany; the confirmation must refer to your project and
guarantee that the host institute in Germany will provide you with a
workplace. Also read our Important Scholarship Information / section
C, point 3.

University degree certificate and transcripts of records of your last aca-
demic degree (as a rule, Master or equivalent; Bachelor, if you have not
yet completed your Master at the time of application). If the documents
of your last academic degree are not yet available at the time of appli-
cation, please be sure to submit them subsequently as soon as possible.
Proof of admission as a doctoral candidate at the home university
Other documents which support your application (example: certificates
of employment, proof of practical training/internships or social com-
mitment etc.)

To be submitted digitally (by a university teacher):

One recent reference from a university teacher which provides infor-
mation about your qualifications. Please regard the instructions given

All application documents have to be submitted in English.

e Applications can be submitted anytime.

The fellowship can be commenced at the beginning of each month.
Please note that applications have to be submitted at least 4 months before the
planned starting date.

Funding for the fellowship programme is available until the end of 2025. Please
keep this in mind if you want to apply for a fellowship for more than 18 months.
